In short. such a voice,
ans Rossi.a Marmaran, or any scconyplished singer
would make wonders of, stil! thia beautiful organ
forfeits more than half ita capabilities, because it is
posacsned by & lady, who seems afraid to use it, who
lacks experience and selt-command, lacks, the hahu
of the mage, lacks atyle and inethod, and does not at-
tempt 10 1ufuse energy and pamion into her perfor-
mance. We are sorry for this, because there is in this
voung lady the undouhted germ of gress vocal excel-
lence ; but we speak of lier defecis the more bold-
ly, because they are ali susceptible of corvection. Rhe
s extremely youthful, has not, we leam, been niote
than three months on the siage, snd has therefore
smiple opportunity before ua for the ampie improve-
ment of her style and taste and by-play. Judicions
encouragement and eqaally judicious cemsure wilt
guide Liet in the proper path to operatic fame. Rudy
and seli-confidence are nearly all she needs. The
one is the work of umc% the other to be sttaimed by
a resolute will.
