There
were 460 passengers, On the 16l Juaty pamied
the ieland of Cauling, a lovely place. On the
1%:h, in the night, passed Cape St. Lucas.—
The *“Pacific” met with head winds the most
of the way, which mads the pamage 10 Aca-
pulco 9 days, arriving (here on the 23d Jaly.
Lay there 82 hours to take inconl. It 1s a
benoiful Mexican city, with fine strests and
buibfings, and bamboo butm in the suburbs.
Lete there on 1he 251h for San Jan de Sad, a1
Salinas Bay. This wae a pleasant sail of two
dave. San Juan is a emall inferior cenieal
American willage, containing only a very few
thatehed-roof huts, some of them very crowd-
ed; but it wil} undoubtedly be seitled by Ameri-
CROY very soon,

Here the passengers had their freight weighed
and packed on mules 1o be taken to the Lake
Nicaragua via the city of Rivas, at » cost of
ten cents & pound, and mules with saddies a1
$5 a head. They passed through a fine,
henlthy, level, verdant country. The firat ten
miles, or thereabouts, is & fine farming coan-
try, but not much cultivated. Some litile corn
is raised, but the land is chiefly used for
grnzing.  YWhat the natives call ranching, is as
hate known ag hearding. There wera ahout
tea tii'es more, this being the oid rond, Van-
dethil’a rond s mach nearer.  The latter parL
of ths land-travel was through a country used
lor plantations, and the cu'uva fon of pine
opples, oranges, banacss, &c. There, corn
