There is no
contirmation of this ramor, however, althooyh
the coudition of the Treusury, and the weil-
koown need of the Governmeut for the Tressn-
¥y noten, ot only tu pay Yecertsined and atlow-
ed iudebtedness, Lut wcrually for the payment
of arrears to soldiers, gave & color of probabitity
to the repdst. .

There was conreqaent!y great thutteriug among
the stock speculators and movey changers, and
moat indastrious ¢forts were wude to wscertain
if there wus any foundation for the ramor, but

or not true

The rudden advance i the .premivm for gold
i attributed to the vtorts of the Secretary of the
Treasury to procure wold for the payment of in-
terest op the public debt. Ilis coutrivances thus
far have stimoluted spéculution in this article,
without bringing suy very yreal amouat of it
into the trensury.

It i vaid that Mr. Chuse contemplates a now
finapcial movement in thia direction imwmediate-
ly. Shrewd buukers and eupitalists from ubroud
are muking inveslmeuts upon e in all sorts of
ralewblo commalities. They buse their opera-
tious upon a ealculution that the Kederul car-
rency must, from the neceesities of the Govern-
went, and the pecoliar mutugement of 1te tinan-
vinl utliwirs, voutinue 10 depreciuts.
