ORIGIN QF THE SHOE.

‘The Fushion of Modern Footgoar Begaa
' In thoe Eleveath Century.

Necessity has been the moving
cauee in the invention of most of the
things we wear and use. The shoe
is & very good example of this. The
hot sands of the desert became 80
painful for the bare foot that the
Egyptians had to devise some meth-
od of relief. They braided palm
leaves and similar materials into
squaree or cut squares of wood or
rough leather, fastening them to the
soles of their feot, as the Arabiang
fastened protectors to the foot of
their camels. Those were the first
shoes,

A saored song says, ‘“‘How grace-
ful are thy steps in sandals, O prin-
cess!'’ an allusion to the fact that
Hebrews enriched the hiterto plain
footgear with strings of red, yellow
and purple ribbons, wkich they
crossed in charming style over the
gleaming white skin of the arch of
the foot.

The Byrians wore yellow shoes.
The Greeks and Romans improved
the sandal and invemted different
forms and shades to be worn by the
difforent classcs. Plebeians wore
black shoes with one ribbon; sena-
tors and petricians wore red and
white shoes fastened with four rib-
bons. Only slaves apd philosophers
walked barefoot The first
tians walked barefoot.

After awhile lugury in the matter
of footgeur spread, and there was a
time when shoes were ornamented
with precious jewels, gold and sil-
ver emb studded with pearls
and, wonderful to relate, had golden
soles. Wach eex and clase wore dif-
ferent shoes, aud if a man changed
his station in life the fact was ex-
pressed by the “phrase, “He has
changed his shoes.™

In the eleventh century various
materials were used to make ahoes,
fine kid leather being then invented
and 8014 for good round sums.

In the twelfth century boots and
sandals were worn, the clergy using
the latter exclusively. The next 100
years saw many improvements as
well as the introduction of the point-
ed toe shoe, which was afterward so
strongly attacked by the clergy.
Fashion prevailed, and the whole
civilized world wore the shoe
“‘whoee points bend.” This point
was like a bird's beak—plain people
wore the beak half a foot long;:
more important personages extend.
od the beak to two feet, while princes
of the blood added a half foot to
that. Finally the beak grew so long
it was fustened to the knee by a nar-
row gold chain so that the wearer
of these monstrosities could walk.

This long and uncomfartable toe
was discarded in 100 years and the
broad shoe, sometimes a foot wide,
came in. Then the stilt shoe became
the style, and heels were worn so
high that we cannot understand how
the fashionables of that time could
walk at all. The most perfeot and
graceful shoes were worn in the sev-
enteenth century. They were of vel-
vet and brocades. Red heels were
the rage in the time of Louis XIV,
and during the revolution the shoe
with the buckle disappeared. Na-
poleon I introduced the patent leath-
er shoe, ornamented with a gold
buckle. —Chicago News.
