COREAN PAPER.

Yt Ta Better Than That of Chisin or
Japan,

The statement is made by a writer
in the Apotheker Zeitung that a re-
markable kind of paper is produced in
Corea entirely by manual labor and
without the use of machinery, Itsqual-
ity excels that of the very Lest made
in China or Japan. The raw material
used for this paper is obtained from
the bark of Broussonetia papyrifera,
which 18 coliected in the spring, and
beaten in water containing a large ad~
mixture of wood ashes, until reduced to
thick pulp; this is taken in large ladles
and spread upon frames of bemboo,
and in this way formed mto thin sheets.
Another kind of paper is produced
from old scraps trodden into pulp,
wuch in the same way that grape juice
is exprersed in some countries—g pro-
cessof pulping which, though slow, has
the advantege of not breaking the fiber
80 much as when machinery is used;
tuen, after the pulp has heen made into
paper, the sheets are piled up to the
height of gix feet and cut into piceces,
to be again subjected to the fect stamp-
ing—at the same time the roots and
#eeds of the plant called “tackpoui” are
added, the soluble parts of which are
supposed to give tenacity and tough-
ress to the paper.

PHENOMENA SEEN IN THE STARS

Some Peculiarities Recently Discov-
ered in the Heavenly Rodles.

A late circular issued from the Har-
vard college observatory includes in its
account of the most important recent
discaveries the spectrum of a star
kmown as Zeta Puppis, its remarkable
character being unlike that of any’oth-
er yet obtained, the continuous spec-
trum containing three systems of lincs
—first, the dark hydrogen lines, such as
ure found in stars of the first type;
second, two bright bands or lines, which
may be jdeutical with the adjacent linex
in spectra of the fifth type, and, third,
8 series of very faint limes. But the
most importent feature of this spec-
trum, says the New York Sun, is & new
element, not found on the earth or in
any other stars, an element which,
though similar to hydrogen, is vet dis-
tinetly different from it; just what it
is or by what name to call it astron-
omers are wundecided, the marked
peculiarity being noted that it pro-
duces a vibration systematic rather
than accidental, of three-ten-millionths
of a millimeter, and the action of which

can be traced only on a specially-pre- |

pared photographic plate. Another ex.

veriable star, in the constellation Crux,
with a period of about a year,
