DARING MOUNTAIN CLIMBERS.

Almost Frosen and Starved to Death
on Mount Tacoma.

J. E. Mitchell and wife, Miss Jane Mc-
Farlane, of Sumner, and Sergt. Will A.
Hall, of Puyallup, were nearly starved
and frozeg to death at the top of Mount
Tacoma last week. They were held
prisoners for three nights and four days
by a storm. As the party was ascend-
ing tbe mountain the storm gathered
and increased to a hurricane just as
they scrambled over the rim of the
crater into 8 place of shelter.

They remained huddled together dur-
ing the first night and notan eyeclosed
in sleep. The nextday an attempt was
made by the men to prepare to es-
cape, but the wind blew them back
from the crater’s rim. The second night
was passed in a sheltered ice cavern,
with the sulphur-laden steam rising on
all sides. Prunes and hardtack softened
by the storm waa the bill of fare, and
before the morning of the fourth day
every morsel had been devoured. In ad-
dition to the prospect of freezing to
death the party was face to face with
starvation. The storm broke away on
the fourth day and all escaped. The
Mitchell party reports that the Ma-
zamas burned for firewood the big flag-
pole which Oscar Browun, of Cle-Elum,
risked his life to carry to the top of
the mountain five years ago. On this
pole the largest American flag ever un-
furled at a three-mile altitude was
bhung. Mountain climbers from all
parts of the world carved their names
on the staff.

A NATION OF STUDENTS.

There Are 16,415,197 Enrolled in the
United States.

The report of the United States com-
missiomer of education, Dr. William T.
Harris, for the year ended July 1, 1896,
hae just been completed. It brings the
educational progress of the country up
to that date and embraces the latest
statistics the bureau had gathered. The
report shows a total enrollment in ¢hat
year in the schools and colleges, both
public and private, of 15,997,197 pupils.
This was an increase of 308,575. The
number in public institutions was 14,-
465,371, and in private Institutions
1,531,826. In addition to all these there
were 418,000 pupils in the various spe-
cial schools and institutions, including
business colleges, music conservatories,
Indian and reform schools, making the
grand total enrollment for the whole
country | 16,415,197.

The ort says the 178 schools for
se-cond‘.a.r} and higher education of the
colored ‘race had slightly over 40,000
students! eurolled, an increase of over
2,000 for the year. The schools in-
creased by 16 in number, mostly high
schaols. | There were 25,602 pupils in
the ele'uﬁentary grades, 13,563 in the
secondary grades and 1,455 in the col-
legiate dq)armnents. There were 4,672
colored students studying for teachere.
Industrigl training is a prominent fea-
ture in n+en.rly all of these schools.

PROPOSED BY CANAI)A.
Oﬂarl to Help Hatablish Telmph
Line to Klondike.

To' Exteﬁll from Head of éfim

Navigation to Center of Golif Dis-
trict-Proposal Under C

sideration,

The Canadian government bhas #ibe
mitted formal proposals to this govern-
ment to establish communication with
the Klondike region in Alaska by the
coustruction of a telegraph line from
the head of winter navigation on the
Lynn canal into the center of the Klon-
dilee district. The proposals have been
taken under advisement. They have
been approved by the Britizh principal
secretary of state for foreign affairs
and were forwarded by the governor-
general of Capada, through the British
embassy, to the state department and
referred to the interior department.
There the papers are locked up pending
consideration.

The proposals, while reserving the
rights of either country pending the
settlement of the internmational boun-
dary line bétween the United States
and Canada south of Mount St. Elias
urge the expediency of establishing a
permanent route giving access to the
interior at all seasons of the year. Thae
most feasible route, in the judgment
ot the Canadian authorities, would be
to start from the head of winter navi-
gation on the Lynn canal (the body of
water running from near Juneau up
beyond Dyea and Chileat, forming part
of the present overland route), cross-
ing the mountains by White pass or by
any other pass which may seem more
accessible, and proceed northward to
Fort Selkirk and thence to Klondike.

The Canadian government asserts its
readiness to undertake to open com-
munication by constructing a tele-
graph line from the head of winter
navigation on the Lynn canal, travers-
ing a distance of 80 miles, across the
summit of the mountain range, wherea
trail can be followed to Fort Selkirk
and Klondike. That government also
sigpifles its intention, in case the propo-
sitlons are adopted, to erect suitable
places for shelter at periods from 40 to
50 miles along the line and keep up
dog trains during the winter months
for the conveyance of the mails to and
from the interior.

Adventures in Cuba.

Ira C. Farley, of Cleveland, haa just
landed in New York from Havana. He
went to Cuba with the Leyte Videl ex-
pedition a year ago. Being attached to
the western army, he attracted the at-
tention of Antonio Maceo, by his gal-

lantry in battle. Maceo promoted 8nd -

trusted him.

“We usually fought in amall parties,”
sald Farley, “but once in awhile there
would be a batt]e in which from 1,000 to
1,500 of our men would be engaged. A
curious thing was that you could al-
ways tell whether it was Spaniards or
Cubans who were fighting, because with
the Spanish troops it was always volley
firing, and poorly aimed firing at tbat,
while with the insurgents the firing was
slways scattering and individual.” .

Of the late Gen. Maceo, his chief, he
speaks in the highest terms. “He was
the bravest man I ever saw,” said he.
“Maceo could not rest when the enemy
were near him until he was fighting
them. He was like a lion, and did not
know what fear meant. And when bul-
lets were whistling about him he was
always cool and composed. The army
were appalled when they heard of his
death.”

“Col. Baldemore Acosta and Capt.
Jesus Delgado made their way Rack to
the field and so secretly buried the body
that the Spaniards, in spite of the most
atrenuous efforts, have been unable to
learn the spot where it was interred.
Neither have the two officers entrusted
the secret to any others, from fear that
it might somehosv be betrayed.”

For several months Farley tried to
cross the island to where Gomez is in
command, but every attempt failed.

TUmbrella Boat, with a Sail Like ®
Japanese Sunshade,

The new umbrella boat has caused
a great sensation at the Cowes regatta.
It is the invention of Mr. Wilson, of
Dublin, and a Mr, Pilcher, an expertin
aerial navigation.

Instead of the customary sail it has
fixed to its mast a huge umbrella, in
appearavce like a Japanese sunshade,
which can be altered as required in its

" .1eaction to the winds, opened and closed

like a lady’s fan,

It is an attempt to overcome the loss
of driving power occasioned Ly the keel
of a boat in a breeze. The umbrella
was tested at Cowes, applied texnpo-
rarily in an old 15footer, the sail area
being double what she could carry
with ordinary sails, though she re-
quired less ballast, her novel sail carry-
ing her along at between ten and 11
knots. -

The chief features of the invention
are these: The mast is so pivoted at
the keel that the full area of sail may
at all times be squarely placed to the
direction of the witd as is desired.
The mast is capable of varying itsangle
with the keel either in a forward di-
rection or from side to side.

A 40-foot boat is being specially
built for the new sail and, judging
by the performance under the unfavor-

. able conditions in which it was tried at

Cowes, the umbrella boat will make as
big & cut in the sailing record as the
Turbinjs did in the steaming pecord.

Her first step in bher new work in Bos-
ton is in the form of letters to the chair-
men of the democratic and republican
city committees protesting against the
nomination as mayoralty candidates
this fall of Josiah Quincy and Edwin
D. Curtis, respectively, because they
are bachelors.

The letter says: *“Bachelors have al-
ways been failures as chief magistrates
and legislators in this and every other
country. Both your candidates are
bachelors, and bachelor politicians are
narrow-minded, selfish, egotistical and
cowardly.

“David B. Hxll of New York, who
posed as the bachelor presidential can-
didate, is a typical illustration of this
class of man. He is morally selfish.

“Therefore it is about time to organ-
ize anti-bachelor clubs in this state. It
should be the purpose of every young
womap to look up the record of each and
every man who is locking for wivesand
should his moral character be such that
would unfit him for office, then his
shortcomings should be the point of at-
tack by the anti-bachelor women of
Massachusetts. There are 47,000 girls
between the ages of 20 and 29 yearsin
this state who cannot find husbands, as
there is that number less men.

ENGLAND'S ITCHING PALMS,

Reaching After ax Island to Which
We Have the Largeat Claim.

The arriva: of thLe steamer Navarro
from Clipperton isiand confirms pre-
vious rumors of possible diplomatic
complications with Great DBritain over
the ownership of that isolated bit of
land situated 600 miles west of Acapul-
co. It seemsthatEngland basneverac-
quired a title to the land. Severalyears
ago it was discovered that the island
was rich in phosphates. The Oceanic
Phoephate company of San Francisca
was then organized, and since that time
the island has been owned in that city
and has practically been United States
territory.

It is now asserted that English capi-
talists propose to buy the San Fran-
cisco compaupy’s interest, and, having
acquired a commercial control, to then
place the island under Great Britain’s
flag. A gentleman familiar with the
matter says:

“Mexico may assert a claim if Eng-
land attempts to annex the Clipper-
ton, and under the Monroe doctrine the
United States would beexpeacted tosup-
port it. Mexico can show no title to
the island. The United States has a

commercial claim that is ahead of any

other.

“Even though Mexico or the United
States may not want the islands, the
policy of the United States against the
extension of European dominion on this
continent may be extended to the coral
island. Diplomatic difficulties may
arise in any event unless England de-
sists from attempﬂng to acquire own-
ership.”

QUEER CASE OF SLEEPINGCHILD

Twelve-Year-O0ld Kentucky Girl Has
Slumbered Twenty-Six Days.

The 12-year-old daughter of Mrs.
Thomas Dick, of 427 Last Kentucky
street, Louisville. Ky., has been lyingin
a deep sleep at her home for 26 days.
The case is 2 queer one and has puzzled
a number of physcians who have in~
terested themselves in the outcome.
The child was taken ill 28 days ago,
when she fell asleep in a chair. Shewas
awakened with difficulty and com-
plained of a headache. This was fol-
lowed by a fever, and the next morning
a physician was called.

Dr. Grant at first pronounced it a case
of typhoid fever. This, however, was
soon broken and the child fell into a
deep sleep, from which she has not
awakened since. During this long
period a spoonful of whisky and milk
has been forced into her stomach, and
by that stimulant alone she has been
kept alive. Every effort to rouse the
child has failed. Dr. Frank Wilson,
who now has charge of the case, says
he expects that five or six more days
will pass before he can rouse the child.
During the early part of the giri’s life
she had an attack of spinal meningitis,

and it is thought that this is the chief

reason for her comatose state.

Women Writers in France.

“There are said to be in France 2,150
women authors and journalists and
about Y00 women artists. The prov-
inces contribute most of the writers—
about two-thirds—while Paris is rep-
resented in the same proportions
among the artists. Among the writers
1,000 are novelists, 200 are poets, 150 ed-
ucational writers and the rest writers
of various kinds, The artists comprise
107 sculptors and the others are paint-
ers, ranging over all branches of the
pictorial art.

Anarchists in France.
There are about 2,000 persons in
France who are set down as anarchists,
and are under the constant watch of
the police.

IGNORANCE IS LAMENTABLE.

Couservative Business Man Writes of
Conditions at Dyea, Alaaka.

Mr. Thomas Magee, well known as a
conservative business man and a care-
ful observer, who accompagied his son
to Dyes, writes from that point to the
effect that the ignorance displayed by
the crowds who are flooding to the
Klondike flelds is lamentable. Of the
400 passengers who sailed with him on
the steamer George W. Elder, half of
whom were from San Francisco, not
one in twenty had any definite informa-~
tion as tov how {o reach his destination.
While the routes were well known, the
details and conditions to be met with
are not considered, most of the search-
ers for weaith hoping to settle all
doubts and uncertainties when they
reached Juneau. Instead, however,
further confusion was created by the
appalling statements that there were
only two routes, each of which neces-
sitated the encounter of almost insur-
mountable difficulties. There were
plenty of advocates for both routes at
Juneau, but most of them were found
to be interested parties. The two start-
ing points, Dyea and Bkaguay, are
separated by four miles of salt water.
The Dyea trail goes over the Chilkat
pass and involves a climb of 3,500 feet,
while the other, which is not yet com-
pleted, has a 2,650 foot climb over the
White pass, and, besides being six miles
longer, is boggy in places. The In-
dians, who are the sole packers, all
pack over the Chilkst pass from Dyesa.
Nearly 500 pack animals are now en
route, and on arrival will be pressed
into regular pack trains, which will re-
move the chief obstacle for the trans-
portation of supplies over the 35 miles
of land is much more formidable than
that over the 560 miles of water on the
other side of the pass. :

August 7 2 miner was d owned while
packing his goods over a foot log about
11, miles from Skaguay. A teamster
charged ten dollars for bringing the
corpse into town, and this eo enraged
the people that he was ordered to leave
town at once.

Previous to hisdeparture Andree con~
sulted me and asked me to urge all
possible objections, I see nothing im-
practicable in bis theory, though it is
certain that his proposed plan of reach-
ing the north pole has failed or we
should have had advices ere this. I
think he must have landed in some re-
mote part of Siberia. Notices have been.
sent to the natives, describing his bal-
loon and assuring them that it is noth-
ing supernatural, but merely sails the
air as ships sail the sea. :

I will not abandon hope even though
nothing should pe heard of him for sev- .
eral weeks.

Currents of the Atlamtic. i
3}onthly current charts of the Atlantie
ocean for six months of the year have
been prepared by the British meteoro-
logical office from about 18,500 ma-
riners’ logs, extending back to 1530.
Among the interesting facts brought to .
light is that the velocity of the gulf
stream varies with the season, being
about 100 miles a day in June, not more
than 70 miles in October and Novem-
ber, and at times not over 20 miles. The
Guinea and equatorial currents also un-
dergo considerable variations with the
time of the year.
