the advertisements. Some do this
because they wish to find a particular
thing or are interested in some par-
licular line of business; others be&
cause their eye is caught by a goo

display; others to see ;gg business is;
others in search of bargains, and so

its home readers, read the advertise-
ments almost as regularly as they do
any other part of the paper, and if
regularly followed up they are a good
picture and reflex of the times. A
daily newspaper without its regular
grist of advertisements, changing
every day in the year, and giving
with every change a kaleidoscopic
view of trade with its reflected lights
of social life, would be a very poor
sort of paper. -

The evolution of the art of adver-
tising is as interesting as that of any
other feature of modern life. In the
infancy of the business there was no
art about it and not much business.
Tts valne was not appreciated either
by advertisers or publishersand prob-
ably it had not as much value in for-
mer times relatively as it has now, be-

‘cause it took time for people to be-
come educated up to reading adver-
tisements as they do now. One rea-
son why they are so much more
read now than formerly is thet
they #r& 80 much more read-
able. They are not only better word-
ed, but fresher, and, being changed
so much oftener, are much more a re-
flex of the times. A badly worded ad-
vertisement is almost as bad as none
at all, dnd a stale advertisement, one
that shows on its face that it is out of
date, i as offensive to readers as it
should be to publishers and advey-
tisers. .

To be effective an advertisement
should be well constructed, adroitly
worded, right to the point and
changed as often as possible. No
doubt ane reason of the great growth
of advertising in recent years is that
businese men, having learned to ap-
preciate its value, are more careful
than they used to be in keeping faith
with the public and living up to their
‘advertisements. In these days of
sharp dompetition a merchant who
should 'bresk faith with the public
by advertising one thing or one
price and offering another would
soon find the puilic letting him
-severely alone. A shrewd advertiser
would almost a8 soon let his note go to
protest as not to live up to hie adver-
tisement. Shrewd advertisers, too,
look carefully to the wording of their
advertisements, and if no one in the
establishment is skilled in that di-
rection they hire somebody else to do
it. In all cities nowt there are pro-
fessional writers of advertisements,
who do nothing else and receive large
salaries.. The business has grown
enormously in every direction, giv-
ing employment to & great many
people mainteining large and costly
agencies, and involving the expendi-
ture of hundreds of millions of dol-
lars annually.

The art of advertising has been
Erogressive from the beginning. It

a8 never experienced any check—
except bank check—and it is as ex-
pensive and progressive to-day as it
was. This is the best possible proot
that it peys.—Indianapolis Journal.

‘s & A DISCOVERY.

Hydrographers are much interest-
ed in the report just sent to the
hydrographic ‘office at Washington
by an English sea-captain to the ef-
fect that he found the gulf jstream
much further north, off the east
coast of Newfoundland, than it has
been supposed to flow. Capt, F. W.
Parker, & lieutenant in thd royel
naval reserve and commander of the
British steamship Prudentia, is the
navigator who made the discovery.

Capt. Parker says he observed that

the gulf stream appeared cqnsider-
ably further north than usual, from

latitude 51.30, longitude 43, to lati- |'

tude 50.30, longitude 45. The water
had that deep blue color, which is
characteristic of the guif stregm, and
the temperature stood uniformly at
from 57 to 58 degrees. ‘

What struck the experienced navi-
gator a8 peculiar was the fact that
this belt of blue water occurred only
between the Greenland current and
the Polar current setting down the
Newfoundland coast as laid down on
the charts of the locality now in use,
The temperature before and after
also pointed to thatconcluaion. Gulf
weed was also obeerved floating be-
tween the limits mentioned,
discovery is looked upon by seientists
88 important, as it adds to our knowl-
edge of the gulf stream and may lead
to a better acquaintance with that
great current, which has such an im-
portant effect upon the climate of
western and northern Europe.

The knowledge which hydrograph-
ers possess of the currents is meager
at best and significant observations,
such as Capt. Parker’s, are of great
value,~N. % World.
