Indtana Suffers Damage in Carelens-
mess \a Docking at Halitax,

A Washington special to the New
York Journal and Advertiser says: The
matter of the docking of the Indiana
at Halifax is now before the navy de-
partment in a report from Capt. Taylor,
her commanding officer. The depart-
ment officials try to make light of the
matter, but it is declared, neverthelen
that the damage is really serious, which
will require extensive repairs as soon
as the vessel can be detached from the
squadron of evolution.

Although the docking was in ge
of Constructor Bowles, of the New York
navy yard, who had been sent to Hali-

fax for that express purpose, the safety |

of the battle ship was endangered by
the failure of those in charge of the
docking to observe the simple precau-
tion of placing sufficient blocks under
those places along the keel where the
greatest weight should naturally come.

The distance between the keel blocks,
which are made of heavy oak timber,
seems to have been too wide to support
the enormous weight which vessels ot
‘the Indiana class isconcentrated on the
lines of the turrets. After the ship had.
been in the dock for a few hours it was’
discovered that the keel was cutting
through the oak blocks and that there
was a bulge under the forward turret.
Steps were at once taken to shore up
thit part of the vessel to prevent further
settling.

The ends of the blockswhich had been
crushed, had been forced up and had
indented the plating of the ship about
six inches in length and about one-half
ot an inch in depth on both sides.

'Officers who are in the secret of the
matter say that an investigation to fix
the responsibility for this accident will
have to be called. The dock officlals at
Halifax are known to bave expressed
regret, feeling that there may be a dis-
position in the United States to think
them capable of intenﬁonally allowing
the safety of the American battle ship
to be placed in jeopardy, when suchwu
not.the case.

INSULT TO CHRISTIAN ‘DE’AD.’

Text of a Burial Permit from a Mo-
hammedan Court. ‘

Even the Mohammedan judges and
courts in their official communications
with Christigns formerly showed the
contempt in which they held them. A
Syrian paper reproduces a burial per-
mit which the conrt in Diarbekr grant-
cd for a certain Jacob, a Christian of
the Greek Orthodox church, who had
died. It was addreased to the bishop
and read thus: "Oh, thou of hideous
appearance! We are informed that the
accused blasphemer—Rafir—of your
abominable sect has died like an animal,
and has gone to perdition. The chief
of his quarter has asked for a permit
to bury his unclean carcass, and the

| fee for the permit has been paid. We

know that the said blasphemer Jacob
has gone to hell, and we doubt whether
the earth will be willing to hold his re-
mains, but-we grant the permit for his
burial in order that the air shquld not
‘become Gontaminated. You are, there-
fore, permitted to bury him in the dust
heap or cenfetery of your sect, accord-
ing to your own religious x-itu.”
