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., GROWING IN POPULARITY.

American Products Find Conntantly
Increnving Markets in All
Parts of World.

-

The growing popularity of Amer-
fcan products in those parts of the-
world in which all the manufacturing
and exporting nations are making
earnest endeavors to extend their
commerce is illustrated by the figures
of the treasury bureau of statistics,
showing the exports by graml di-
visions and countries in 1900 compared
with 1890. These figures are published
in the December number of the Month-
ly Summary of Commerce and Finrance,
and cover the calendar years from 1390
to 1900. They show that our exportsto
Europe increased during that period
from $682,000,000 to $1,116.000.000, or
83 per cent.; to North America, from

$93,000.007 to $198.000.,00¢, or 108
per cent.; to South America,
from $35,000,00 to $41.060,000. or
- less than 20 per cent.: to Asis,

from $22,000.000 to $34.000.CG0, or 163
per cent.; to Oceania. from $17,000,000
to $40,000.600. or 132 per cent., and to
Africa, from $4,500,000 to $23.000,000, or
418 per cent. To South America the
growth has been comparatively small,
but to Asia. Oceania and Africa the per-
centage of growth. it will be observed,
has been phenomenatly farge. and in
near'y every instance the gain has been
greater théw-that of the other coun-
tries competing for that commerce.

TO DESTROY 'PHONE GERM.

Chicagoan Perfecta an Antiseptio
Mouthpiece Which Is Intended
to K11l Microbes.

'I'he germs that inhabit the tele- .
phones must find new quarters if a re-
cent invention proves successful. A
Chicago man has perfected an antisep-
tic mouthpiece which is designed to
prove the undoing of the microbes.
Just how far the grip germs have taken
advantage of the telephone to spread
their contagfon has been a matter of
much discussion among medical men.
While it isadmitted that telephones are
a possible agency of contagion, physi-
cians differ as to the degree of danger.

The new device ia simpleand can be
attached to the mouthpiece in a min-
ute. It consists of a small double bell
shaped cylinder, quite like the rubber
moubhpn'ce now in use. The innersheet
o} this c¢¥linder is double. and between
the perforated sheets is a layer of felt.
This felt absorbs an antiseptic solution,
which may be renewed from time to
time. .

The addition to the telephone is hard-
¥ noticeable. The mouthpiece seems
merely to have been decorated with:
nickel-plating. The odor of the anti-
septic is barely discernible and is not
disagreeable. The device is not vet pat-
ented. but a patent has been applied
{for.

QUEER FISH FROM A WELL.

Explosion Throws Up Carious Speet-
mens from Depth of
350 Feet.

‘Some time ago a well was sunk at
the Howe!l creamery, Pine island. N,
Y. to the depth of 250 feet.” The sup-
piy of water obtained equaled only one-
quarter of the amount necessary, and
in.order to obtain a greater supply
two charges of joveite, a new explo-
eive, were discbarged by William J.

KITES AS STORM PROPBET&

William A, Eddy Believes Them of
GUreat Value te Meterole-
Eiste,

In his kite-flying experiments the
other day in Bayonne. N. J.. William
A. Eddy hit upon unmistakadble signs
of an approaching storm that may be
of vast benefit when his scheme is more
scientifically applied. From a cloud®
less sky. with only a fair wind blowing,
his kite had been drawing sparks at
regular intervals, but far apart. Fully,
an hour before the snowstorm came,
which was shortly after noon, with am
sccompanying high wind, the sparks
emitted grew to such frequency they
*ould not be counted, The observers
