A WYOMING FOSSIL QUARRY.

Neotakly Valusble Finds in the Geoe
elegioal Wenderland of the
Northwenst,

B

“The state of Wyoming is s geologe
- ~—ienl- wondoriand—-and--Lthe-reason—for—

this is that, geologically spesking,
it is the newest land on the con-
tinent. The Mesozoic period has lefs
rich foasil depoaits in this siste, the
remains varying in wsize from little
Invertebrate ammonites to the gisnt
yertebrate dinossurs of the Jurasaic
sge. In 1399 & thoroughly organised
scientific expedition, composed of 8¢
members, spent some 40 days in ex-
ploring and examining the fossil ex-
posures and gathering specimenas
and the result of their labors was
fully deacribed at the time, says the
Bcientific American.

A fossil quarry, where amaller spec-
imens are found, is situated in the
extreme southweatern part of \Wyom-
ing, near the ftown of Kemmerer, at
the summit of & mountain 8,200 feet
sbove the sea level. The geological
formation is known ss the “Green
River Tertlary.” The shale is lumin-
ated and carboniferons and some
streaks are bituminous, carrying par-
afline and ol in large quantities. The

- quarry-

—that 18 to say, no blasting opera-
tions are carried on. The shale Ia
split into alaba, broken with sledge
hammers and thrown over the bank
_by hand. When the slabs containing
the specimens are cut and taken out
they are very moist, and are dried out
10 sbout e third of their originsl
weight before the cleaning process be-
gins. It is dificult 1o clean the fossils
when the shale s ton dry, for the im-
pressions are exceedingly thin and it
requires the utmaost skill and care to

~ clean the more delicste apecimens.
