The spec-
tacle was rather ludicrous, especially
{n such a stately personage; and
when the rather irritated monarch
turned round he found his favorite
Enidof® indulging in a grin of amuse-
ment, which he could not suppress.

The czar, who detesis levity on
mtate occasions, spoke very sharply
to the culprit, who, next day, was dis-
missed his post, and relegated to an
easistant secretaryship, with pleaty
of hard work to do, and wherein he
never sees the czar at all. Although
weslthy and of the oldest nobility,
the baron dared not refuse the minor
service. His former stipend was £12,~
000 » Yyear.

But the ksiser, on the whole, is the
most dangerous person to laugh st,
or before, sund more than one person
has '"done for™ himself in this way.

The dangerous eondition of the
Brooklyn bridge has not been half«old
in the few words which District Attor-
pey Philbin gave out conoerning the re-
port of the two experts empinyed by
him 10 examioe into the strength and
safety of the structure. The full re-
port is still kept secret hy Mr. Philbin,
but ¢ became known the other day
shat if something is not done to
strengthen the bridge there is danger
af a collapse. Thatl the danger is now
imminent it k& admitted, but the neces-
sity for making the bridge stronger is
immediate if it {» 10 be kept in a con-
ditinn of safety.

Ouly a few more tons of weight
massed together on the dbridge would
make It unsafe, acceording to the con-
vincing flgures which District Attor-
aey Philbin pow has in hia hands.

From wther sources it 7 fearned that
the report declares thal the bridge ix
now loaded to its exireme capacity,
and that it should be greatly strength-
ened 1o epable it 1o carry ita present
burden.

Edward Dnryea, Jr.. the chief expert
employed by Mr. Philbin, found the
bridgs fnll of defects, avme serions.

Mr. Duryen’s report calls for mate-
rial ehanges !n the construetign of the
presentbridge steucture. The suggest-
edimprovements will cost less than $1.-
000.000, and the report savs that the
bridqe can be magde perfectly strong
for the sum named.

QUEEN ELIZABETH’S CHAIRS.

Some of Them Are Still Prescrved at
Rashbrooke, Inu Soffolk,
England,

Curinusly interesting, says the Lon-
don Lady's Pictorial, are the Quaen
Flizabeth chairs. In the davs when
Sir Robert Jermyn owned the large
red-brick moated mansion at Rush-
brooke. Suffolk, her majesty, Queen
Elizabeth, and the French ambaa-
sadors were several times entertained

by him, “with which charges and
courtenies they stnnd marvelously
contented.” The Elizahethan hall

atill displays as much dignity as when
royalty feasted beneath its spacious
roof. and nobles and ladies in all the
splendor of the sixteenth ecentary
waited upon their sovereign within
its massive walls. A great deal of in-
terest attaches to the two old chairs,
which formed part of the suite nxed
by Queen Elizabeth when she wisited
Rushbrooke hall, and which are still
retained by the preaent owner, Wynd-
ham Rushbrooke, Fsq. as mementoes
of her majesty's viaits. The high-
backed arm-chair is of carved beech,
the back and seat are apholstered
with the original Genom velvet with
chenille borders. The arms and legs
are carved and pierced; cabriole con-
nected with carved scrnlled rail in
tront. The back rails are turned.
The chair at his siile ix also a high-
back arm-chair, with serolled legs and
arms. The front bar between the
legs is carved with the royal crown
and seroils; the top rail and splata
at the bhack are carved with cupids
and royal crown; the seat and back

are of cane.
