TNEw YORK LEADS WORLD.

Surpaues Even London in Wealith lnd
Variety of Business.

.Now York.—This city, which ranks
second among the world's cities in

' population, largely surpasses London

in wealth and in the volume and
varfety of its business -activities. The
United States passed Eaglrnd in cx-
tent of manufactures ia 1880, in iron
and steel production in 1895 and In
coal output in 1900, and its leadership
in each of these flelds 1s rapidly
lecgthening.

New York city is the business capl-
tal of a country which produces 20 per
cent. of the world's wheat, 25 per
cent. of its gold, 313 per cent. of its
coal, 35 per cent. of its manufactures,
40 per cent. of its iron, 42 per cent. of
its steel, 52 per ceat. of its petroleum,
56 per cent. of its copper, 70 per cent.
of its cotton and 80 per centl. of its
corn. )

The wealth of .the United States in
1907 Is $118,000,000,000, or as much ag -
that of its two nearest rivals—Great
Britain and France—in the aggregate.
As the United Btates' patural re-
sources are only in the early stage of
their development and as fits su-
premacy over the rest of ita old time
rivals Is steadlly Increasing, ita social
and bhusiness leadership in the world
is assured.
