ILLINOIS CARP SOLD AS FOOD.

Fishermen Market 20,000,000 Pounds
of the Article Some Years.

Bloomington, [Il.—Fishermen of 1N
noils annually realize $250,000 to $500.-
000 from the sale of carp, more often
the latter sum, according to the an-
nual report of the Ilinois fish commis-
sion, just issued. The annual catch
of this species of fish runs to 20,000.
The long
and formidable indictments against
carp as being unfit for human foonl
are quashed by the state fish commis-
sion.

The board takes upon itaelf the duty
of replying to the charges, declaring
to be false the reports that the carp
injure the feeding grounds of . wild
fowl; that they injure other fish, and
that they are not food fish. The board
admits that there are species of fish
that are of superior quality and of
finer eating, but to the many people
who cannot obtain bass, salmon, trout,
shad, mackerel, etc., the carp are a
boon.

Accamplish Feat Attempted Unsuccess-
fuily Numerous Times by German,
__French and English Tourists
 —Float Stars and Stripes.

El Paso, Tex —Two dariug  Amer-
leans, J. Frederick shepard =od
Charles C. Nichols, Jr, both of New
Yark city, have made the ascent of the
rugged mountain at Orizaba, Mexlco,
and discovered the old flag pole and
a few tlorn remnants of the fag
which Gen. Scott's men had planted &Y
years ago.

The first ascension of Mount Ort-
zaba of which there {s any record was
made by a party of Americans in 184%,
These intrepid climbers belonged to
the army of Gen. Scott, which was .
making its way from Vera Cruz to the
City of Mexico.  They planted upon
the sumumit of the large ountaln  a
large American flag, and upon the
staff which upheld the colors of the
republic to the north was carved -the
date the ascension was malde.

Mount Orizaba Ix 18,224 feet above

sen level It fs next to the highest
- mournitain apon the contigent,  belag-
surpassed cnly by Mount McKintey.

Its sutnmit bas been gained by but
few people. The Indians who make
their home near {ts base have a su-
prrstitions reverence fur  the  snow
which perpetually covers the peaks of
the mountain. . On account of this fear
that something terribie should befall
them if they should come juto contact
with the snow It is Impossible for
climbers to chtain the  services of
guides farther than th:e snow line. The
remainder of the journey is full ‘of
dangers and requires the use of ropes
and the exercize of the greatest care
in getting over the more difficuit
places.
