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PH!LADELPHIA HAS FURNITURE
POVERED WITH 8TAMPS.

Work Has Taken Eight Yea; to Com-

plete and 75,500 Pieces of Col-
ored Paper Used—Set s
Valued at $5,000.

Phlladelphia —When Robert Blank—

en retires he goes to sleep in & bed
which, outside of the value of wood,
is worth in the neighborhood of $2,600.
He keeps his collars, shirts and other
apparel in a bureau worth probably
$1,000. The table by which he sits as
he reads or studies in the evening he
values at something like $875.

Mr. Blanken {a not an unusually
wealthy man, but he has a fad. Every
inch of the three pleces of furniture,
including the casters of the bed and
bureau, is covered with a United
States postage stamp.

It has taken him eight years to
complete the work of covering his
furniture. During that time he has
collected and used 75,500 of the little
pteces of paper which carry letters
through Uncle Sam's malils. They

range in value from $5 to one cent

and in date from 1830 to the preaent.
They incilude virtually every stamp- is-
sued by the goverpment during the
58 years. Of the number 46,000 are
pasted on the bed, 23,000 on the bu-
reau and 6.500 on the table.

In the lot are 356 designs. On the
footboard of the hed is a large Kkey-
stone composed of 560 pleces of
stamps and a diamond shaped design
containing the American and Cuban
flags crossed, above which Is an
American eagle and below a liberty
bell. On either aide are tho dates
1778 and 189S, the years of American
and Cuban independence.

Mr. Blanken probably hag one of the
most complete collections of Colum-
bian stamps in existence. Three
thousand of them are pasted on the
three pieces of furniture. He also
has 600-stamps of the Buffalo expo-
sition issue. On the top of the table
is a circle of messenger boys cut from
special delivery stamps. Al of these
were obtained from an Arch street
coffin firm, and originally were on let-
ters with rush orders for coffins.

From the opposite side of the room

ance of intricately colored Dresden
china or cleverly executed mosaic of
plnk and green. Probably the hand-
somest design is that on the head-
board of the bed. It is an American
shiald, only three inches in height and
ons and a quarter inches in width, but
it contains pieces of 250 stamps.

The most valuable stamp of the lot

ts a $5 revenue stamp issued during
the civil war. It is one of a complete
set of revenue stamps printed during
the struggle between the states.
' Mr. Blanken, who is a draftsman
for the J. G. Brill Car Company. began
his decorative work when he was a
boy of 16, eight years ago.
much sitached to-the handiwork. To
prevent possible harm to his treasures
he makes his bed himself every morn-
ing, working with the greatest care.
Ixcept for one favored chum, no per-
son but himself has ever slept in the
bed.

While the real value of the stamps
used on the furniture was $4,375, ‘he
says several curio dealers have valued
the set at $5,000.

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PANAMA SKEEIEHS

NlNETY' 'KINDS ARE FOUND AN
_THE CANAL ZONE. N
; S A
Scientist, After an investigation in the
isthmian Region, Makea Remark-
o able Collection of Littls
Disease Boarers.

-

" "Washington.—A government
hunter has been down on the Isthmus
of Panama collecting inosquitoes in
the canal sone. lHe secured larvae of
83 species, of which 30 were new to
science. With seven additional ape-
cles already known, this constitutes
the largest number recorded from any
one locality on earth.

Anybody who is interested may see
the mosquitoes for himself {n the Na-
tifonal museum, where they have been
deposited. August Busck is the name
of this sclentific collector who now
holds the mosquito record. He spent
three months on the iethmus during
the mosquito breeding time, covering
the end of the dry season and the
early part of the rainy season.

It has cesl, and Is costing, a lot of
money to protect the lives of the men
working in the canal zone from the 90
species of mosquitoes now
kpown to exist along the route of the
waterway.

Mosquitoes do not iy very far from
the place where they are born. They
keep close to their food supply. Those
that affect the inhabitants of a town
or camp normally do not come from
a distance greater than 200 yards, It

is this fact that renders the sanitary .

work of the canal commission possible.

The land about every settlement is
cleared by the removal of all brush,
undergrowth and grass: only shade
and fruit trees are left, and these are
thinned out to admit sunlight and free
ventilation. When practicable, swamps
and low lands are filled in with some
of the immense supply of material
taken from the Culebra cut.

Then the whole area is drained so
that the surface water will run off.
Ditches and slow-flowing streams &re
kept clear of mosquitoes by drippinzs
of ofl or of copper sulphate. Swamps
and pools are olled at least once a
waek.

Water barrels, buckets and pails
must be screened or oiled, and all tin
cans must be buried. Even the cast-
off machines. brush-covered relics of
French occupation,
their puddles of water. If many in-
sects infest a camp or town, it is
‘fumigated. By carrying out these
methods of general extermination ex-
ceptionally thorough results bave al-
Teady been obtaiped.

One Iimportant feat already has
been accompiished. The yellow fever
mosquito, the only kind In America
spreading this iofection, scientifically
called stegomyla, is very scarce. It is
possible to llve for weeks on the lne
of the canal without seeing a single

specimen. This mosquito is a strictly
domestic insect, never found away
from man. It breeds only in artificial |

receptacles, such as barrels, water
coolers, boitles, tin cans, etc.. fn and
around human hebitations. Knowing
this, it 1s well within the power of the
authorities to eliminate abrolutely
this dangerous {nscct, and render a
yellow fever epidemic impossible on’
account of the total absence of the
only agent which spreads it. '
The malaria carrying varietles, in-
cluded under the general name of ano-

pheles, are also subject to rigorous at. - !

tack. Usually the species of this
group deposit larvae along the edges
of slow-flowing streams and stagnant
pools, but specimens were also secured
from the bottom of an old boat, from
an abandoned dump car, from holes in
trees and in- similar out-of-the.way
spots. 1t has not yet been determined
whether all of these are insirum«ntal

In carrying malaria, and therefore they

may furnish a fertile field for investi-
gation.

Certain genera, technically caled
megarhinus, psorophora and lutzia,
were found, which, instead of spread-
ing any disease hostile to men, wage
war on their weaker cousing, and at
times aven on their brothers and sis-
tors.
