TRADE IN FROZEN TURTLES

Tortoises Are Shipped from Australia
to England-—Agent Tells of the
- New Industry.

‘Londop.—Turtle soup need no long-
er be the excluslve dish of well-to-
do epicures. A trade in frozen turtles
from Queensgland was started in Lon-
don, the resclt of which will be that
the chief delicacy at clvic banquets
will be brought within the means of
thoussnds hy whow hitherto it has
been unobtainable.

A larze consignment of frozen tuor-
tles rvached this country a few daym
ago and was conveyed in refrigerator
cars 1o Blrmingham.

Two previous trial shipments on a
small scale had proved successtul, and
thus this third venture practicelly ini-
tiated what Is expected to be a large
and increasing branch of Australian
commerce.

TUntil then Birmingham was the
center of the frozen turtle trade,
Messrs. C. Woudhouse & Co.,, of
Kinghorn street, Smithfield, have,
however, become the London agents
for these turtles, and their first day’s
business was exceedingly promising.

Mr. Woodhouee .. that the turtles |

are killed soon after capture, bled,
frozen and shipped to England by mail
steamer. There are about 400 of them
in England at present.

“They welgh from 160 to 300 pounds
each,” he continued. “This one (in-
dicating a show turtle on the floor of

- his establishment), turns the scales

at 271 stone, apd is worth, at 7%
pence a pound, about $35. Its value
alive would be about $100, owing 1o
the great difficulty experienced In get-
ting live turtles to England.

Re wding, Pa~—Berks county weath-
er prophets are busy mmaking thelr
predicitions for the coming winter,
and while none of them agree, the
general bellef {s that there will be a
gevere winter after the middle of Jan-
uary apd that it wil) contmne until
late in March.

If observations made of Insects can
be taken as an (ndicatiop of the
weather conditlons this winter, mild-
nese  will prevall. Some farmers
bave observed in plowing that the
worms and bettles are lying close to
the surface and that the toad has not
gone deep.

Another evidence of mild weather
{3 the lateness of some soakes In de-
positing their eggs. Recently farmers
in plowing have dug up a number of
eggs, and, upon breaking them open
small llve snakes squirmed out.

One of the Berks prophets says that
the winter will be a mild one because
there were quite a few cold days in
early auturnn. That the winter will
not be a sevcere one is the prediction
of John Musser, a Brecknock town.
ship farmer, Berks county's new
goosebone prophet. He is8 the succes-
sor of the late Elins Hartz, whose an-
nual winter forecasts from the goose-
bone made him famous.

Musser gsays: “The goosebone I8
marked very peculiarly this year. In-
stead of having dark marks joined to-
gether there is a dark 'spot,’ indicated
here and there. This indicates that
the winter will be an open one, with
a severe spell now and then.

“January, or the early part of it,
will ‘see an occasional snowfgll. But
there will be & warm spell a?&)ut the
15th and apother in the latter part of
the month.

February will be 8 severe month,
according to the markings, and there
will be several blizzards and plenty of
jce and snow.

“March will be opened with mild
weather, but it will be bitter cold the
latter part of the month.”

Anthony Ruppert, aged 85, of Bas-
ket, a regular Hoyle on snakesg, de-
clares that the woods and flelds are
full of young snakes, which indicates
that the winter will not be a hard
one,

Local weather prophets contend that
weeds have grown to an unusual
beight and that this indicates a savere
winter and lots of snow, since nature
cauged the weeds to grow tall, so that
birde can feed upon the seeds when
the ground 18 covered with snow.
Squirrels began carrying thelr supply
of winter graln and nuts into their
nests earlier than usunal this year, and
some farmers declare that thls {ndi-
cates cold weather and a long winter.

Several other farmers said that
that
corn husks are thick, with the stalks
leaning to the west; that geese, ducks
and chickens are growing a thick
down under their feathers and a bony
substance on their feet; that toad-
stools on old logs have many wrin-
kles; that owls retired to the forest
& month earlier than usual, which all
indicates that the winter will be a
short but a severe one.

Meanwhile the guessing goes mer-
rily on and the exact result will not
be known until April 1, 1910.

Gurzendorfer Machine, It Is Claimed,

. 'Has Many Advantages Over Suc-

" ressful Monoplanes of Bleriot
siiand Wright Biplane,

San Francisco.—A few months in
tbe future Mervyn Gunzendorfer, 13
years vid, expects to be fying over
the Presidio grounds in an acroplane
jnvented and made by himself. Hé
‘has built a working model of the ma-
chipe and has made it perform suc
cessful flights.

“The Gunzendorfer machine, the boy

fnventor says, bas big advantages over
-the succeesful monoplanes of Blerfot
and Furpum, and over the Wright
‘brothers’ biplane.
v Mervyn, who is the son of J. Gun-
zendorfer, of this city, i a small boy
with a big round bead and big eyes.
He {8 quiet, even to shyness, and it
i8 with Qifficulty that he cen be in-
duced to talk of bhis achievements.
He set the motor of his model working
and made the propellers whirl when
asked to show the machine. In un-
easy monosyllables he told how he had
induced the little craft to fly in his
back yard and down the alleyway to
the street. It bad flown 50 to 100
feet, and the only thing that had
stopped it from going farther was the
wire by which the power was su‘p—
plied to the electric motor.

The boy began pointing out the su-

 perifor puints of his machine.

“More supporting surface,” he sald,
.pGinting to the arrangemert of his
planes, which are placed tandem style,
each tilted ypward toward the front.”

That was clear. Two sheets of can-
¥as placed that way would certainly
offer more resistance to the air in

falling than would two of equal stze
Pplaced one above the other,

But how
was thie arrangement better than that
of the monoplane, with its ope long
Btretch of canvas?

“It's this way,” he said. "“The afir
hits under here findicating the under
side of the fromt plane). So there's
a double support to keep it lifted with
the force of the air that kits it from
the ffum. That's better for gliding
and for rising, too.

“Yes, you could extend & machine

. of this sort. You could extend it as
much as you wanted to, because ey- ..

ery time you'd put another plane om
and another, the extra weight would
not be 80 great as the extra power and
supporting surface,

*“l1 reckon this big machine I've
made the plans for would carry two
men. Then, {f you extended a ma-
chine like that you could carry more
and more pasgengers. You'd have to
put in strong braces here and there
to make this part of the frame
gtronger. There would be no trouble
about the propeller shaft the way
I've got It now.

“This wheel nrrangement is some-
thing new,” continued Mervyn. "Have
you seen how the steering wheel {8
arranged ob an automobile? There is
one shaft inside another. One works
the steering apparatus and the other
opens the throttle. I'm going to try
the same kind of arrangement on my
big machine. One of the shafts will
work the rudder and the other the
dip-plane. This arrangement will save
welght and will be a lot easler to man-
age than the levers that are now used.

“This aeroplane is going to be as
light as any of those the big men have
made. And I'm going to have a Cur-
tiss motor, so I am sure it'll be able
to carry two passengers. The Bler-

‘{jot monoplane has carried three.

“But the monoplane could not be ex-
tended like my machine conld.
gingle plane were made too big there
woudd be too much strain on the
framework. Besides, you could not
get enough lift on with one very big

Located amid-
ghips of the maln planes are two ad-
justable planes 8x12 inches, which are
controlled from the aviator's seat and
cause the biplane to arise or descend
at the will of the operator.

rear and same is under the direct man-
{pulation of the aviator from his seat
at the rear of the motor,

“The initial thrust is obtained from
a coiled spring operating from a steel
barrel,
petus thus obtained being sufficient
to get the model Into the air, after
which the propelling power {8 fur-
nished by a one-eighth horsepower
electrically drivén motor capable of
1,200 revolutions per mlnute.

*“The motor is set amidship on the

‘London.—Why does the English
workman prefer to go "vorkless rather -
than change Lis boots, even when foot
wenr suftable for the work to be done
18 supyplied to him free?

That he does was the view ex-
prensed by the secretary of the French
Ashpalt Company. This too, he said,
was the reason why one 50 often -seeg
gangs of itallan workmen laying down
asphalt {n the streets.

“Since 1571,” he explained, * we
have been laying asphalt in the streets -
of London, Glasgow and other large
citles, and the nature of the material
we use makes it necessary to melt it 4
on the spot, and then haminer it dOwWD |
at a temperature of 200 deg. Fahren- |

“In London most of our work is
done in the summer months, when
traffic 1s generally light, and in these ,
months we have frequently tried to
employ British labor.
