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MAIDEN AUNTS RULE FAMILY

Peculiar Custom That Preva'ls A
the People Who Inhabit the
) Banks Isiands.

ng

In at least one portton of the world
the paternal aunt of a famtily of chil-
drea is of much conaequence {n the
scheme of family organization. That
{8 {n the Banks islands, a part of the
Melanesian islanda in the South seas,
‘whare the natives hold her in unusual
estesn and glve her an exalted posi-
tion.

Among the inhabitants of the Banks
islanda the father’s sister must never
be addressed by her own nanle by
her nephew or nlece, but by some spe-
cial title of respect adopted by her.
A visitor to the istands tells of an in-
stance in which a woman had been re-
duced to tears because this mark of
respect, had been withheld. The
mother might be spoken to strongly,
emphatically, with agsurance; but e
man would never even take the initia-
tive in addressing his maternal aunt)
but would always wait until- he had
first been apoken to. [t was her,
function to choose the man's wife, and
to a very conslderable extent com-
muaity of goods prevalled between
aunt and nephew,

In these islands there I3 also a
uniquo method of determining the par-
entage of a child. It s determined
ceremcnially by the act of payment to
the woman selected to look after the
mother® This woman 18 selected by,
the father's sister. In the ordinary
course, the aotual father pays the
money, but i anpther is more anxious
than himsaelf to own the child ke may
be forestalled in this payment, and -
lose Lis right to his own child. Tho
father's sister 13 entitled to some of
the child’s nalil parings, and she keeps
these hiddep In a leaf and hung about
her nack. The possession of them has
to be acknowledged by the child, who
can bLe called upon to glve a feast In
his aunt’s honor. After the birth of
the first-born child in the island of
Motlay all the women of the village
comd to the house with thelr mats
and sleep there for 20 days, feasting
on a different kind of food every day,
which they are privileged to take
from the gardens of any one, {nd!
cating an early practlse of communal
property.—Illustrated Sunday Mn;n-
glne.

; TOOK WESSAGES
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FROM SEA

“Uncorker of Ccean Bottles” Was Post
Comparatlve!y Recently Done
‘Away With, :

A curfous Engilsh post, now abol-
ished, was that of the uncorker of
ocean bottles, created during the
reign of Ellzabeth. It owed Its ex-
istence to an odd incident, in that, ex-
traordickry as it may seem, the first
news to reach England of the Dutch
taking Nova Zembia came by “boitle
post.”

The atory runs that one day a fish-
erman on the sands near Deal
picked up a bottle; which in due time
was lald before the lord high admiral
of England. When opened®a parch-
ment getting forth the nows just mea-
tioned was found. When this was
shown to the queen, Elizabeth was so
struck by the circumstance that she
at once decreed that for ths future all
sealed botiles cast up by the sea were
to be dispatched to the lord high ad-
miral, whose property they should be-
come, under the designation of “sea
prizes.” To impress this decree upon
the minds of all, especially fishermen
and those dwelling on the sea coasts,
Queen Bess characteristically enocugh
intimated that peglect to comply with
the royal command would mean the
gallows.

In this fashion came about the of-
fice of the uncorker of ocean bottles,
who alone had the right to open the
bottles cast on the ceast of the
kingdom. Thomas Tonfield was the
first Englishman to fill this post, and
the records show that during one year
Ne opened 52 bottles, flasks, flagons,
and other ocean messengers, con-
talning all sorts of news touching on
matters of the sea. Thia office en-
@ured till the time of George llI by
whom lt was abolished. '

Supply for Miners of an Interfor Aus-

In the early days of the western
Australian gold flelds water was more
precious even than gold. There was
very little to drink and none to wash
In. T
But the whole fleld lles on a salty
soakage and very soon after the firat
rush vast condensers wers working to
produce distilled water. But this was
at beat a mlserable makeshift, and at
last a great enterprise was set In hand
to give the new population of the
flolds a satisfactory water supply. It
ia a scheme that any country might

be proud o? having put through.

A practically Uimitless supply of wa-
ter is conserved by a welr 23 mlles _
from Perth and thence to the gold
flelds, a distance of 350 mliles; it is
carried in steel plpes, 5,000,000 gal-
lona of {t'a day, and dlastributed every-

~ where it 18 wanted. You see the great

30 inch pipe running alongside the rail-
road and your way up to Kalgoorlie
“and every now and then paas a pump-
ing statton with a little settlement
round it in the heart of the bush.

This was the last great attack on
nature's defense of her treasure and
now she has caplitulated and is yleld-
ing up gold at the rate of mllllons a
year.

Machine Prints Grain on Wod@P

Aaother class of craftamen who have
commanded high wages now have
competition In a machine. Theseare
the wood grainmers, and the verfest
tyro of an apprentice can now grain
wood as well as the best of them by
means of the {nvention of two Penn-
sylvantans. Thia device consists of a
metal frame, over which {3 stretched
a wide band of rubber, atamped with
a gralning design. Resting on this
rubber band is an ink roller, and on
the roller is a dlstributing brush,
which supplies the ink from a reser-
voir connected with it. After a board
has been varnished this apparatus ts
drawn over it. The rubber band re-
volves and leaves a clear, accurate de-
slgn printed on the wood, glving an
imitation of gralning that ia difficult
to tell from the real thing. The whole
operation requires only a minute or
two, and there are no falee strokes to
guard against, thus Insuring better
work thas hand work in a much short-
er perlod .of time.

On the day fixed for the producilon
the bankruptcy whs announced of the
firm In whose keeping Si; Arthur had
‘entrusted all his securities, and he
news of the crash reached the com-
poser just as he was setting out for
the theater.
