Cultivated Product and Bad
Seasons Reduce Supply

Domand Also Increases Faster Than
Bupply—This Angwer Applies
Particularly to Strawberries
—Culture Found Profitable.

Bangor, Me.—Years ago during the
summer season everybody in Bangor
and eastern Maine had plenty of rasp-
berries and blueberries at low prices.
Now the berries are scarce and costly,
and people are wondering why.

There are undoubtedly many ex-
pianations and probably all of them
would be true enough, but the real
cause of it all is that the demand for
‘berries has Increased much faster
than the supply. Thisanswer applies
‘in a general way to all berries but is
particularly true of strawberries.

The strawberry season is a long
-one, beginning early in the spring and
‘lasting until nearly the first of Au-
gust. This was not always the ocase,
‘however, and the great length of mee-
sson has been brought about by care-
ful cultivation which has been made
profitable by the ever-increasing de-
‘mand for the product.

Until recent years the wild or fisld
wberriea were the only ones to be
ifound in the market in larges quanti-
‘ties, and even then the demand was
<D0t 80 large as to make it profitable
ito pick and prepare them for the mar
Lk.t. and those who did tht work
'were poorly paid for their labor. But
the women who live in the berry die-
jtrict are workers and they were glad
.onongh to do the work though the
'wage was small

The Introduction of the large culti-
vated berries from other parts tempted
the men of the families to try cult!-
‘vated strawberries and to share with
the women the labor and the prolt

‘It was found to be profitable cultura,
,both the demand and the supply Ib-
‘creased .and each year the selling
:price was better than that cf the year
.before, showing that the demand weas
increasing faster than the supply.

Thus it has been up to the present
‘time 80 far as strawberries are con-
‘cerned, but with raspberriea, blueber-
ries and blackberries coanditions have
'boen diferént. Bluederries have been
,cultlvau;d without trouble—in . fact the
only trouble comes from the rapid
.spread of the bushes after they have
.once been planted, and those wbho
have taken any pains with blackberry
cultivation realize that they are evea
more profitable to ratse than strawber
ries and just as easy to market

‘With raspberries and blueberries the
natural supply of wild berries has
been depended upon, and this changes
from year to year, the demand bdeing
entirely dependent upon the supply

" .and the price being made by the
pickers.

Raspbderries have to be pileked one
at a time, and it {s a smart picker
who can pick twenty quarts per day,
if the supply de large and the berries
plentiful, and these, at an average
price of from 12 to 15 cents, would
give the picker from two to three dol-
lars per day. But the supply of rasp-
berries does not increase. It seems to
decrease. Sheep are kept in the pas-
tures where the berries used to grow,
and that spoils the “patch.” Then
there are a few fires, and locally the
supply has fallen off rapidly in the

Mishap Often Occurs to Amer-
icans in Big French City.

Many Tourists Fall to Engage Return
Passage ang Are Unwilling Pris-
oners-—S8teamship Companies
Unable to Carry Them.

Paris.—It will come as a surprise
to many Americans to hear that every
Jyear a few of their compatriots are
actually prisoners in Paris and Lon-
dou. There are t(wo classes of pris-
oners, the willing and the unwilling;
gelther is to be envled, even though
confined in a city of pleasure.

There is no douot that the number
of Americans touring In FEurope is
greater this year than ever before.
It 1s impossible to obtaln the exact
figures, but one can realize the mag-
nitude of the {invaslon when it s
known that up to date more than
76,000 Americans have attended the
passion play at Oberammergau. Furth-
ermore, one must take into considera-
tion the thousands of Americans who
couldn't see the passion play !f they
wanted to.

. Every returning steamship now is
crowded to the gunwales, and, conse-
Quently, the number of stranded
Americans is larger than ever. Of
those who become prisoners, the un-
willing are the tourists who have
falled to engage return passsge on
the steamships. Owing to the gen-
eral exodus of tourists {n the autuma
the steamship companles are unable .
to accommodate these people who
have trusted 1o luck to get tickets at
the last moment. Then the money

goes to pay for their “prison fare”
and for “begging” cables to friends at
home.

Occasionally one of these unwilling
prisoners degenerates luto a willing
prisoner. Hoplessly stranded, the
latter make desperate attempts to
eatn a livelithood in Paris, a cfty that
orffere employment cnly to the most
P#ristan of foreighners. On the boule-
vards you frequently are accosted by
an ohviour American, who either sells
questionable pleture cards, offers to
show you what you shouldn't see. or
aske yo0u for money that you prodabiy
haven't got.
