Various Groups Have Oppesing Theo-
ries as to Its ldea and
its Effects.

The ward “anarchy” was first used
in the French form by Proudbon in
1840 when he puljisbed a pamphlet
entitled, “What Is Property.” But the
basic idea of samrchy dates far back
of that point in history, for the world,
it may safely be said, has always had:
fts malcontents and its revolution-
aries.

At the preseani time the word sim-
,Dly serves to desiguate a group of
theories, many of them coming down
from the dim past and oot a few of
thexm vislonary and impractical, ac
‘cording to economic aunthoritiss. There
are severa! definitigns of anarchy,
each representing a different group of
theorists. The idealist says it is abso-
lute tndividualsm {n both thought sad
soclal activity.

Another group says that anarchy is
an economic and social systemm where-
by the individual ts free to produce
and sell the product of his labor with-
out regard to social regulation or law.
StiIl another defines true anarchy as »
communistic organization of indi.
viduals with perfect freedom and
equality obtaining among themselves
to produce and barter without restrio-
tion, the backbone of it being com-
:bined resistance to all existing forms
‘of order, law and government.

An authority ou the sudject says
‘that anarchy comprises all attempts to
destroy the existing social order, with-
_out reference to any system -of recon-
struction, and by resorting to amy
megns, fair or foul, by whick indi-
viduals or Institutions representiag
constituted anthority may bde wsup-
pressed. This, it may be added, rep-
reseiity the popular conception of am-
archy. ‘

To say that Americans make the
best bank notes in the world may
sound at first rather boastful, and yet
any history of the art and {ndustry of
note-engraving which falled to record
that fact would be ipcomplete Paul
Revere was the first American bank
pote artist, and from the time of the
chartering of the Bank of North Amer-
fca under the direction of Robert Mor-
ris, 1n 1781, up to the present, Ameri-
can engravers bave excelled not only
in the artistic quality of their designs,
but ip thelr provisions against coun-
terfei''.g.

The American style of bank note
has become the standard in the coun-
tries of Central and Bouth America
The experiences of the Brazillan gov-
eynment led the way in this, after vari-
ous disappointments.
vaunted Austrian system was tried,
the notes belng engraved and printed
in England under that system. They
proved a complete fallure. Counter-
feiters flourished. The Brazilians tried
bank notes made in Frapce, and theses
were promptly and extensively imj-
tated as soon as the counterfeiters
could get the plates and paper ready.
Brazil tried German and English es-
tablishments, but still wfthout secur-
ing protection to the bank note circu-
lation, and at last turned to the United
States and found a type of bills prac-
tically impossible to counterfeit. Bo
it is no boast but & mere record of fact
to state that Americans make the best
bank notes In the world.—Harpers
