BLACK BASS CHEWS TCBACCO

New Yorker Discovers Fish That
Strikes at Cigar Butts and Has
Taste for Nicotline.

Bartletts, N. Y. —John J. Flapagan,
macvager ut Bartletts, has as one of
his pruteges a black bass which uses
tobacco. The fish, being an intelli-
gent one, does not smoke clgareftes.
But it chews.

Mr. Flanagan got acqualinted with
the habits of the bass about a month
ago. The bass’ favorite loafing ground
{8 near a power-house. Always, wben
Mr. Flanagan goes to the power:
house, he Aingr the cigar he happens
to be smoking away, so that there
will be no danger of fire.

He flung his cigar into the water by
the power-house one day and the bass
made a rush for it and grabbed {t, dis-
appearing under the water. Mr
Flanagan thought little of that at the
time, for on certain days bass will
strike at nearly anything, while on
other days the moat alluring balt will
not tempt them. A day or two later
he flung another cigar butt into the
water and the same fish rose to it
and nabbed it .

After this had happened a dozen
Umes, Mr. Flanagan was forced to
the conclusion that it was not mere
random hunger on the part of the
bass, but a genuine taste for tobacco.
Several times shreds of the cigar.
much torn and raveled, have risen to
the top of the water half an hour or
so after the fish has grabhed them,
thus showing that the intelligent bass
really tried to smoke the cigar, but
being handicapped by certain natural
di{sadvantages, coutented itself by
merely chewing the weed.

Some of the summer boarders, after
cbserving Mr. Flanagan's bass came
to the conclusion that a natural taste
for tobacco might be inborn with fish,
Just as it i1s with deer and goats.
They experimentsd on several cther
fish, notably a number of catfish. The
catfish, however, whea put into a tub
on shore, and fed small portioas of
navy plug -chewling tobacco, became
very sick at the stomach, showing
every sign of nausea, and mewing
pitiably.

GOING BACK TO PAGANISM

Orthodox Priests Claim That in Some
Parts of Russla Churches
Are Empty.

Accordins to official statistics pub-
lished by the ministry of the interior,
large numbers of the peasantry in the
governments of Perm, Uja and Viatka
have fallen into a state of paganpism,
worshiping the anclent gods, Flor and
l.avra. There are now 20,000 idola-
tors in Viatka, 4,000 In Perm and
11,000 in Uja.

L.ocal officlals say that the worship
of Flor and l.avra had never totally
disappeared from these districts, but
assumed alarming proportions after
the bad bharvests of the past three
years. The pagan priests who still
lilngered {p remote districts carried
on active propaganda among the peas-
antry, telling them that Flor and Lav-

ra sent bad harvests as & sign of
anger,
The consequence was that many

thousands of peasanta ceased to at-
tend the churches, took to sacrificing
cattle to Lavra and Flor {nstead and
attended services In forest groves
consecrated to these gods. The police.
are trying to put a stop to the move-
ment, but without avall, as the large
forest shelter the idolators.

The miniatry has sent out Dr. Kuz-
niecow of the Moscow Archaeological
institute to study the movement. The
orthodox priests complain that many
of their churches are standing quite
empty, while in some cases the peas-
ants force them to hang !n theilr
churches the hides of cattle which
bave been sacrificed to Flor and
Lavra.

TOOTHLESS SAWS FOR STEEL

High 8peed Revoiving Disks Now
Used for Cutting the Hal’d N

The employment of high speed re-
volving disks of mild steel for cutting
hard sateel has become common, but
the process always excites the aston-
fshment of the uninitiated.

They revolve with a peri-
phieral speed of as much as 20,000 feet
a minute. One of these disks will cut

than ten feet. [t is belleved that the
peridote were buried ip the founda-
tions of houses of the ancient Egyp-
tians and In tomds &s an omen of
luck. )

The stbnes now found are esti
mated to have been burted fur over
1,500 years. Their value is pnot great
the price of the stone of tte average
welght of three carats being one dol
lar The dlscoverers of the Alexan-
dria deposit have also secured a con-
cessfon to work ground on the {slands
of Rabamah and Kad-All near Assab,
in Red sea territory belonging to
Italy. BSome peridots have recently
been found there and it is belleved
the deposit is a large one never boT
fore mined.—Coasular Reports. i

Cold Storage in Europe.

Many of the European cities are fol
lowing the example of America as re-
gards cold storage planta. Paris is
one of the centers where auch ques-
tions are now belng promoted. and the
Refrigeration society 13 endeavoring to
dbring such questions before engineers
and manufscturers.
