VACUUM AID® IN OPERATIONS

‘Compressed Air Is Forced Into the
Patients’ Lungs to Prevent Them
From Collapsing.

——

New York.—A new kind of opera'-
Ang room-—the firgt of its kind In the
United States, has been opened at
the German hospital. In one of two
steal vaults of the room the patieat
can be operated on In a partial
vacuum where the air pressure
against his body is equal to that on
& mountain top 10,000 feet high. In
another stee! vault the patient’s head
may be inclosed in a compressed air
cell which will carry air to Ms lungs
at increased pressure.

The oompressed air Is forced into
the patient's lungs so they will not
collapse wnen the lung casing {s cut
into. Heretofore surgeons have
been reluctant to perform operations
making necessary any Interference
with the organs above the upper
stomach wall, the reason being that
there was almost invariably a col-
lapse of the lungs, followed by a
shock that i{n many cases proved

fatal. The complicated machinery by

which a partial vacuum 1{s produced
tn one operating chamber and an ex-
tra pressure of air In another was
coustructed in this city and set up

GROWTH OF PRUSSIAN CITIES

German Kingdom Has Thirty-Two Mu-
niclpaiities of More Than 100,000
Against Twenty-Nine in 1909,

Berlin --According to the laat cen-
Sus (autumn of 1310), Prussia has 3%
citles of over 100,000 Inhabitants,
against 29 cities of that slze In 1906
and 25 i 1900, Sixty-one cities of over
60.000 tnhabltants each have a towal
bopulation of 10.880.000. [n 1905 there
were 57 such cities with a total popu-
latfon of 8,650,000, and In 1900, 5%
with a population of %,300,000.

Cologne 18 now the second city Ia
Prussia In size, having passed Dres-
lau, sec~nd In 1905 Frankfort on
Main, with 414,595 inhabitants, comes
fourth.

Heaviest increase during the perlod
from 1905 to 1910 was noted in the

cftiea immedlately surrounding [er-
lin. Of these cities, four ¢'hariotten-
buerg, Rixdort, Schoeneberg and

Duetsch-Wilmersdorf—have nows over
100,00} {nhabitants, while the fifth,
Lichtenberg, bids fair to attain that
figure within a shart time. [n Deutsch-
Wilmersdorf the tncrease in five years
was over 72 per cent. Berlln itself
shows only 1 per cent Increass,

All 61 clties tn the 50,000 class show
an increase in population. In all these
cities births have been In excess of
deaths. A number of citles have lost
by lmmigration, chiefly Berilin. From
1906 to 1910 peopie moving away
from RBeriin outnumbered new arrivals
by nearly 60,000, Among other citiea
to show a loss in this respect are
Elberfeld, Altona, Alx le C(hapelle
and Crefeld. Among the cities which,
in addition to increase through birtha,
attracted “!mmigrants,’” were the cities
surrounding Berlin, as well as Frank-
fort on Main, Dusseldorf, Fssen, Bree-
lau, Dortmund, Cologne and Kiel.
Frankfort on Main gained 25,000 in-
habitants in this manner. .

As compared with the pertod from
1990 to 1906, the figures for 1905 wn
1910 show that increase of population
in citles of over 50.000 was somewhat
pLT Y] rapid. Increase of urban popu-
lation through “immigration” appears
to be diminishing. FExcess of births
was more considerable between 190§
and 1910, although in proportion to
population births are also decreasing.

Oaly Sur»ivor of Species Bow
lieved to Be in Chicago.

Reward of $500 Offered for Any Paif

Chicago.— Is there a wild pigeon im
Jeckson Park? Is an Individual btrd
of u species once numbered by the
millions, but now supposed to be ex-
tinct, making Cbhicago {ts summer
home and thereby reviving hope that
somewhere thare are others and that
the pigenns one day may come back
to their own?

The story of the reappearance off
the bird has much to give it the colonm
of truth Mosgt relentists are cone
vinced that the wild pigeon, ectopistes
migratorius they call it, has gone
never to return. The other day, how-
ever, ("harles E. Hayden, an old-timel
sportsiean and bird student, told Ruth«
ven Dieane, president of the Iliinole
Audubon society, that he had seen &
wild pigron In Jackson Park and that
“there wus no mistake ahaut it.”

About three weeks ago a high schoolt
teacher, a man who bhas made orni-
thology a study, reported that he hadl
seen a wild pigeon in Jackson Park.
The discovery waa recorded in the pa-
pers. but the scientists who had rum
down hundreds of reports of thim
kind, only to find a mistake had been,
made, were skeptical to the point of
disbeltef. .

Now comes Mr Hayden. who Imewn
the pigeon when its tribe numbered
millions, to make positive statement
that a fine male bird of a supposedly
extinct race was under close observa-
tion by him in Jackson Park for am
hour.

It was 4:30 o'clock in the moruing
when ¥r Hayden went “bird study-
ing” in Jackson Park. He was as-
tounded when he saw the pigeon. Ha
knew the tribe was supposed to be
extinct. and that a reward of $500 hadl
been nftered for authentic knowledge
of the existence of a single nesting
palr. He made allowance for decep-
tive lights and shadows, conditions
which might exaggerate the commom
mouraiag dove the size a0d sem-
dblance of its bigfer relative, and them
was cnnvinced that the stranger was
the wild pigeon which he had known
fa youth.

There was another early moring
stroller in Jackson Park, Attomey P.
A. Pennington, and Mr. Hayden called
hAtm over to ses"the bird. Mr. Pen-
nington promounced the bird a wild
pigecn. He is ftamiliar with the bird
only from description and picture,
but he knows the mourning dove, the
only species with which the pigron Is
likely to be confused, and he knowa
it well.

London.—It will surprise many per
sons to learn there are fewer ships in
the world than there were a few years
ago. Lloyd's Register now gives the
total as 30,087, whereas the figure for
1907-08 was 30,308. The explanation
is simple. The carrying trade of the
globe is done in bigger ships, because
it is more profitable. The Olympie, for
example, only counts as one veesel,
whereas ber 45,000 tons would in the
old days have been spread over quite
a respectable fleet.

Again, sailing ships have largely
disappeared. A single steamer replac-
ing three of them f{s at least as of-
fective. All the same, the world's ton-
nage keeps growing. The 30,087 shipg
represent 43,147,184 tons, whereas the
larger number of a few years back
stood for 39,488,917, -(mthotl1w
000 tons in four years.
