The government pro-
poses to 1uy up the eatire wood sup-
. ply of the islands as soon as~ It is
taken from the tree, and store it in
the new Juniber vard until it has be-
come properly scasoned.

For the first three moaths follow-
tng the completion of the vard, it was
stated, the supply of native wood on
hand which had become scasoned dur-
ing the construction of the sheds,
would run shert of the demand of the
government for timber, and fmported
woods would be put into use. Fol-
lowing this period, however, native
materials will be used exclusively, as
the lumber yatd, which will have a
capacity of over 4,000.000-board feet,
will be filled at all times with timber
in the process of seasoning.

The construction of the new lumber
yvard awalts only a final declsion on
its site. Plans are. In the hands of
the governor general, however, for 1ts
location adjacent to the quartermas-
ter's reservation. Upon the approval
of the plans work will be begun 1m-
mediately. More than a dozen sheds
will be constructed 40 meters long
and with a width of 16 meters. They
will season from 15 to 20 varieties of
pativegrown woods of the first and
second group, which will be held in
the yards until thelr construction
qualities are the equal of those of the
best imported materials.

WONDERFUL SPEED OF BIRDS

8cottish University Collects Some Re-
markable and Interesting Facts
Regarding Migration.

Aberdeen.—The national history de-
tachment of Aberdeen university s
making a comprebensive ingquiry as to
the migration of birds. It has adopt-
ed the method of placing rings on
the feet of a large number of birds In
of the hope of hearing of subsequent
movements of some proportion of
them.

This method has demonstrated some
remarkable flights, among them the
following:

A widgeon duckling, one of the five
marked in June, 1909, on Loch Brora,
Sutherland, Scotland, was taken in &
duckdecoy in Province Gronigen,
northeastern Holland, on September 3,
1909. This bird was thus only three
monthgs old when it was found more
than 500 mmiles from its birthplace. A
second member of the brood was shot
on the Trent near Retford, Lincoln-
shire, {n January, 1911, having worn
the ring a year and a half.

Five lapwings marked as chicks In
the northeast of Scotland, in the sum-
mer of 1910, were shot respectively
in counties Tipperary, Roscommon,
Cork, and LiImerick, Ireland, and in
southern Portugal, during the winter
1810-1911.

FIND HALF-TON OF FOSSILS

Prof. Wiiliston’s Discoveries In New
Mexico Will Augment Chicago
University Collection.
Chicago.—The skeleton of a reptiie
as long as an average man, and prob-
ably able to live both In the water
and on land during the age in which it
flourished, has been discovered In Rio
Arrtba county, northwestern New
Mexico, by Prof. 8. W. Williston of
the University of Chtcago, according

to a report recelved from bim.

The expedition has gathered half a
ton of skeletons as the result of its
summer's work, according to Profes-
sor Williston's report, the finds in-
cluding six or seven genera of
reptiles and amphibians which are en-
tirely new to sclence. The {ossils wiil
be brought to Chicago and assembdied
st Walker Museum at the U'niversity
of Chicago, making the largest colleo-
tion of the kind Ilpn existence.

The deposits indicate, according to
the scientists, that northwestern New
Mexico, as well aa northern Texas,
was the bed of an ancient rea which

The value of the deposits had not
been suspected until the University of
Chicago expedition began its excava-
tions.

CONVICTS WITNESS A PLAY

Unguarded Except by “Honor” Many
Notorious and Desperate Pris-
oners Visit Reno Theater. = ..

Reno, Nev.—Accompanied onl~ by
Warden Ray Baker and three unarmed
assistants, 52 convicts from the state
penitentiary at Carson City. many of
them “life termers’’ and the most des-
perate men of the prisom, attended a
theatrical performance at a local thea-
ter the other night.

Driving through the streets in auto-
mobiles, the convicts went to the the-
ater, witnessed a performance of
“Allags Jimmy Valentine” and then re-
turned to their cells without a siogie
convict making an attempt to escape.

Every man was ‘upon honor” te
Warden Baker and mot a map violated
his word in what was probably the
most unique test ever made in a pris-
on.

In seven automobiles, accompanied
by only Warden Ray Baker and three
guards, the prisoners arrived at the
theater as erowas swarmed the
streets to witness the remarkable
spectacle.

In the first machine were three
“life-termers” for murder and Warden
Baker.

In the second car were five “life-
termers,” and in the entire number
many were supposed ‘“desperate crim-
inals.” Popcorn and peanuts were dis-
